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“Exceptional” Call for SCOR Project and Working Groups Scholars
The SCOR Committee on Capacity Development has approved an exceptional call offering five scholarships of up to $2,500 each to scientists associated with current SCOR projects or working groups (WGs). The scholarship is for scientists to support travel to conduct a collaborative scientific activity (such as instrument training, collaborative sample or data collection and/or analysis, etc.) at a host institution that will result in a specific product (such as a presentation, proposal, or peer reviewed article, etc.) within their WG or project's goals. The duration of the activity is envisioned to occur over a 1–2-week period and needs to be aligned with the Terms of Reference of the specific WG, or science plan of a project.
The funds are from a SCOR grant from the US National Science Foundation and is focused on building capacity in developing countries and budgeted for "participants costs" therefore, similar rules to the SCOR Visiting Scholar will apply:

· The funds can only be used for travel, accommodation, and meals. No salaries nor honoraria’s can be paid, and no equipment or materials can be purchased.
· The "Fly America Act" rules apply for any travel to/from/through the US or by a US traveler.
Application criteria:
-the applicant can be from any country, however, if the applicant is from a developed country, the activity needs to be hosted/conducted in a developing country (see list of eligible countries); if the applicant is from a developing country, the activity can be hosted/conducted in any country.
-the successful applicant will be expected to offer a lecture or seminar at the host institution and/or offer time to discuss the scientific output of the WG or project with the host institution’s students.
-any career level can apply but early career applicants will be given priority (‘early career’ is defined as up to 10 years from obtaining the Master or PhD without counting any personal leave, e.g. maternity leave).
-the call is not limited to WG members or project scientists; however, the application must have the endorsement of the relevant SCOR WG or project.
Selection criteria:
The SCOR Committee on Capacity Development SCOR will review the applications and select the Scholars using the following criteria:
· Relevance of the activity to achieve the working group’s terms of reference or the project’s goal,
· Relevance of the activity for capacity development
· Proposed activities (working plan) and schedule for the visit which should be co-developed with the host,
· Experience of the applicant and suitability for the proposed activity,
· Expected product or deliverable and timeline for delivery.
At completion of the activity, the scholars will be requested a one-page summary describing the experience and outcomes of the visit. 
Applications should be sent to patricia.miloslavich@scor-int.org by 15 July 2022 accompanied with a short 3-page CV of the applicant, and a letter from the corresponding WG chair or project chair/IPO endorsing the application. Travel is to be completed within 12 months of approval.
